THE GOSPEL – John 1:1-18

be through him was life, and this life was the light of the human race; 
the light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome 
it.

From his fullness we have all received, grace 
in place of grace, because while the law was given through Moses, 
grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.  No one has ever seen 
God.
